	SALT DOUGH
Salt dough is a useful product to deliver Processing in the Intermediate Phase. Flour, salt and water are converted into a malleable clay-like substance that dries and hardens when exposed to heat such as sunlight or a low oven temperature.
It can be used to demonstrate:

· How properties of materials influence the effectiveness of a product – Grade 4

· How processing can be used to transform materials – Grade 5
· Preservation of materials by drying and coating (if the product is varnished or painted) – Grade 6

Recipe

2 cups water, 1 cup salt, ¾ cup water, food colouring optional. Mix all ingredients together to form a stiff dough, knead well. Store in a plastic bag if not used immediately.

Note: Colouring can be added with the water or kneaded in afterwards.
